Previous and Next Cycle Buttons

These buttons allow for easier navigation between cycles.
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Schedule

This button shows you which outcomes are designated to be assessed in a given cycle. To edit
this reporting schedule, navigate back to the Program Details tile, Reporting Cycles, and then
click the Schedule button.

Comments

This button displays any comments that have been made on the assessment report.

Report Tools
Below the Program Header Bar, you will find the Assessment Report format. The top bar of the

assessment report contains the following buttons/tools:

The +Program button allows you to see all the learning outcomes associated with the selected
program that are scheduled to be assessed in the given cycle. If this information is incorrect, it
will have to be corrected using the Schedule function described above.

Copy

The Copy button allows you to copy information entered for previous reporting cycles into your
Current or Next cycle. This will be particularly useful if outcomes, measures, success criterion,
etc. do not change year to year.

To copy content, click the Copy button, select a cycle that you wish to copy from, then the
field(s) to be copied, then click Submit.

View PDF

The View PDF button allows you to create a PDF of your report for sharing outside of the Xitracs
portal.
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Show All

The Show All button expands/collapses content for all fields for ease of viewing.

How to Add & Edit Report Content

The assessment reporting template itself is broken down into fields or sections of the report.

REMEMBER: BEFORE YOU ENTER ANY CONTENT, make sure you are in the correct
reporting year/cycle.

The whole system is built off of the outcomes defined on the Program Details page. Once linked
to the report you see the outcomes and subsequent fields in an outline format.

Click anywhere on the field header to open it for editing. Each field has its own set of
parameters and available functionality. Once open, any existing field content will be visible,
together with available links as follows:
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Add new

The Add new button appears if the field parameters allow an additional field of the same type to
be created (i.e. add additional assessment measures for the same outcome)> If the field has
dependent or ‘child’ fields, these will also be added automatically.

NOTE: The Measure/Method and Improvement Plan for Next Year are the only fields with the
Add new function.

Edit
Click the Edit button to edit/update the response for a field. Most fields have a rich text editor

available. Please note that formatting may not transfer if copying and pasting from Word or
PDFs.

While in the Edit window, in the bottom right hand corner you will see the options to:
Mark as Complete
Not Applicable (only available in the Status of Prior Improvement Plan(s) and Impact of
Prior Improvement Plan(s) fields)
Include Child Fields

Once marked complete, the field will change to green and will be displayed as being completed
on the progress bar and the field set view. NOTE: Do not mark as complete until data and/or
information has been added.

Copy

The Copy button allows you to copy individual field information from a previous cycle into the
current or next cycle.

To copy content, click the Copy button, select a cycle that you wish to copy from, then the field
to be copied, then click Submit. This will be particularly helpful if measures, descriptions,
success criteria, etc. do not change from year to year.

Link

The Link button allows programs to link the learning outcome to a Plan (i.e. UWG Strategic
Plan, College Strategic Plan, etc) or Outcome (i.e. General Education outcome). NOTE: ALL
learning outcomes should be linked to the UWG Strategic Plan.
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File+

The File+ button allows for programs to attach files, regardless of format, to be included as part
of the report. This allows programs to attach data, tools, reports, etc. to any given field in their
assessment report.

Comment

Click the text box icon to add a comment to the field.
