Research and Sponsored Projects

Facilities and Administrative costs (F&A)-formerly Indirect costs (IDCs), are
general operating costs incurred by the University in support of sponsored
research, public service, and instruction. The Office of Research and Spon-
sered Projects (ORSP) distributes the IDCs recieved in accordance with Office
of Management and Budget (OMB Circular A-21 http:// www.whitehouse.gov/
omby/circulars_a021_2004).

In fiscal year 2013 the University of West Georgia was reimbursed $187,530 in
Indirect Costs incurred by sponsored grants and contracts. Of these recovered
costs, a total of $13,947 was returned to the Project Investigators (PI's) to fur-
ther their individual research efforts. In addition, $13,697 was returned to the
Colleges and $9,863 to the Departments to further research within their units.
