Student engagement represents two critical features of collegiate quality. The first is the amount of time and effort
students put into their studies and other educationally purposeful activities. The second is how institutional resources,
courses, and other learning opportunities facilitate student participation in activities that matter to student learning.
FSSE surveys faculty who teach at least one undergraduate course in the current academic year. This Snapshot is a
concise collection of key findings from your institution’s FSSE 2017 administration.

What is FSSE?

FSSE, a complementary survey to the National Survey of Student Engagement, collects information annually at hundreds of four-
year colleges and universities from faculty who teach at least one undergraduate course in the current academic year. The results
provide information about faculty expectations for student engagement in educational practices that are empirically linked with
student learning and development. Institutions use their data to identify aspects of the undergraduate experience that can be
improved through changes in policy and practice.
